CALL FOR MEMORANDA 
For Revision of the 
FUNDAMENTAL RIGHTS (ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURE) RULES
Access to Justice (AJ) and the Nigerian Bar Association (NBA) are working together, and in collaboration with other stakeholders, to review the current Fundamental Rights (Enforcement Procedure) Rules and make proposals for reform to the Chief Justice of Nigeria (CJN). The CJN, Hon. Justice I.L. Kutigi has accepted to receive our proposals towards reform of the rules, and has asked that all stakeholders be involved in the review process.  

The Rules, which came into force in 1980, have not been revised since then. This is an opportunity to make a significant contribution towards insuring that we have a better set of procedural rules for enforcing fundamental rights through the courts. The review process will be, inclusive, participatory and clinical. A research team is currently studying the challenges associated with enforcing fundamental rights with the current rules. 

We invite Memoranda from the general public, particularly from members of the legal profession, academia, research institutions and civil society groups, recommending ways to strengthen the legal enforcement of fundamental rights, as well as make the rules better serve their purposes. Final proposals for reform will be reviewed by a wide spectrum of stakeholders in regional workshops across the Country.
